A 7-member trade team of 
food and feed barley buyers 
from Japan visited the Lewis-
ton and Genesee areas on 
August 1 -3.  This team as-
sessed the 2010 barley crop 
and discussed reasons for a 
decline in barley acreage in 
the United States.  
 

For the past several years, 
Japan has been the largest 
importer of U.S. barley, with 
much of it sourced from the 
Pacific Northwest.  However, 
declining U.S. production 
and increased competition 
from Australia and the Black 
Sea  region cut U.S. exports 
sharply in the past year.   
 
This team explored new op-
portunities to con-
tract higher valued 
food barleys  in 
north Idaho, which 
has a freight advan-

tage to the Port-
land export ports.  
The team exam-
ined a field of BG 
012 food barley 
on Dan Maderôs 
farm (right).
